4) To avoid the possibility of the appliance plug or receptacle getting wet, position aquarium stand
and tank to one side of a wall-mounted receptacle to prevent water from dripping onto the receptacle or plug. A “drip loop,” shown
in the figure below, should be arranged by the user for each cord connecting an aquarium appliance to a receptacle. The “drip loop
is that part of the cord below the level of the receptacle, or the connector if an extension cord is used, to prevent water traveling
along the cord and coming in contact with the receptacle. If the plug or receptacle does get wet, DON'T unplug the cord. Discon-
nect the fuse or circuit breaker that supplies power to the appliance. Then, unplug and examine

for presence of water in the receptacle.

SERVICE AND MAINTENANCE

The pump cover should occasionally be removed fo clean and inspect the foam prefilter and impeller assembly. Rinse or replace foam
prefilter as needed. The impeller is the only serviceable item and can be pulled out of the body . Do not take the impeller apart. If it is worn or
broken the entire impeller assembly should be replaced. This will restore the pump to original capacity. Pumps taken out of service for an
extended period with fluid inside run the risk of forming a crust which may prevent subsequent starfing. Saltwater should be flushed out with
fresh water. Magnet impeller assembly must be routinely cleaned to remove accumulations of scale or calcium. This procedure should be

done af least once every three months - or more often if the water conditions
